In response to an appeal from local 
church leaders, the World Council of Churches created the Ecu-
menical Accompaniment Program in Palestine and Israel in 2002. 
Supported by Presbyterians Sharing, the Rev. Jeanie Lee recently 
served three months in Bethlehem, witnessing life under occupa-
tion, monitoring human rights violations, and listening to stories of 
Palestinians to share with Canadians upon her return.
